The City of San Marcos is conducting a 30-day public comment period on a proposed substantial amendment to the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 2009 Action Plan as described below.  The comment period will begin at 8:00 a.m. on Friday, September 10, 2010 and continue through 4:00 p.m. Monday October 11th.  

Proposed Amendment:  Reallocating $53,200 previously approved for the purchase of playground equipment for the HEB Park.  The HEB playground site is located in a FEMA-identified floodway area and as such is not eligible for grant funding.  The proposed reallocation would be used for the following projects:

· $40,200 to increase the scope of the Victory Gardens Park (300 Roosevelt Street) rehabilitation project to include adding a skate feature and other park amenities.  The original project funding will replace the playground equipment and basketball court; if the amendment is approved, the funding total will be $155,200.
· $13,000 to be added to the Cephas House (213 W. MLK Dr.) stabilization project.  This project includes leveling the foundation, repairing the roof and porches, and remediating lead-based paint and asbestos hazards; if the amendment is approved, the funding total will be $81,151.
