


The Cooper-Tidwell Building--120 W. Hopkins
Recently renovated, the building features a

courtyard constructed to provide entrance to first
floor  offices and ground floor apartment. The 3000
s/f  2nd floor residence is the largest in downtown.
An additional 2nd floor apartment is leased.

"Old State Bank"-Hopkins & Guadalupe
Constructed in 1891, this grand old lady will

soon return to her former grandeur. The building
is predominately Italianate style with Greek Revival
influences.

The "Newton Gang," robbed the bank early on
the morning of  January 5, 1924.  The peace and
quiet of  downtown was disrupted that morning
when a loud  explosion blew the bank's windows
and doors out into the street.  Remarking years later,
one brother stated "I may have set those charges a
little hot!"

In the 1970's, the bank was temporarily refur-
bished as the Beacon Hill Bank, for the movie "The
Getaway", with Steve McQueen and Ali McGraw.
The movable vault bars installed for the movie are
still in place.

North Side of Square--Hopkins St.

107 E. Hopkins
Built in the 1880's, a metal front outlines the

facade with decorative metal work and metal

cornice. It is the location of Academic Programs
International.

109-111 E. Hopkins
Built in the 1880's, this building was the

originally the Glover National Bank. The facade is lime-
stone.  It now houses Apex Travel, Sharp Things and
2nd floor offices.

Z Media--117-119 East Hopkins
Home to Z Media, this early 1900's building

reflects architecture typical of the period.

Dillinger's--127 E. Hopkins
Listed on the National Register of Historic Places,

the Hardy-Williams building was renovated in the late
1980's.   It is the location of Dillinger's, a popular
nightclub.

129 E. Hopkins
Refurbished into a mini-mall with consultation

by Texas Main Street architects.
The businesses include the "The Coffee Pot",

Odds & Ends gift shop, Championship Vintage
clothing and the "Tap Room" featuring imported
beers from around the world and Texas' best baby
back ribs.

Harper's Hall--139 E. Hopkins
Constructed in 1873, the building originally

housed an opera house on the 2nd floor and a livery
stable on the 1st floor. With the assistance of the
Texas Main Street architects, it was renovated from
an historic  photo  since only two brick columns of
the original facade remained.

The 1st floor " Draft Choice", is a popular sports
bar, with 2nd floor used as office space.

Historically, the balcony  was a  popular place
for politicians to make their "heated" speeches to
crowds gathered below.

Cafe on the Square--126 N. LBJ Drive

for locals and tourists. Note the pressed tin
ceilings, skylights, and original wood floors.

Green Parrot--124 N. LBJ
One of the first restorations in the downtown

commercial district.  Built in 1891 as a dry goods
and general store, it is now a well-known night
spot.

Donalson Building--corner of Hopkins & LBJ
This stone and stucco 1883 building is the

location of two beauty shops, Lucy's Club, and
Wesray's Cafe specializing  in Texas hospitality and
great food.

East Side of Square-LBJ Drive

Calcutta's--143 N. LBJ
The oldest building on the east side.  Built in 1870's

as a grocery store, it has a cast iron Mesker Bros. front
and was restored from historic photos with the
assistance of Texas Main Street architects. The back
portion of the building is the location of the City's Main
Street Program.

Rocky LaRues--138 N. LBJ Drive
Now a popular downtown club, the

building reflects its heritage with beadboard
ceilings and original wooden floors.

Kyle-Waldrip Buildings--118 & 120 N. LBJ
Recently renovated, both buildings feature

pressed tin fronts. Henry Kyle, attorney, was a
contemporary and fierce opponent of President
Lyndon Baines Johnson,  When Austin Street was
changed to LBJ Drive, in honor of the former
President, a Southwest Texas State University
graduate, Mr. Kyle refused to  use the LBJ Drive
address and instead, listed his address as "East Side
of Square."

The Waldrip's building has beautifully
restored press tin ceilings.

Hill Country Humidor--122 N. LBJ
This Texas Natural business features Texas

roasted coffee, beautiful Texas made humidors,
Texas' Travis Cigars and a real wooden Indian! A
popular place for drinking coffee, playing a game
of dominos and finding out the latest news!

Hays County Courthouse Annex
Corner of LBJ & San Antonio Streets
Formerly First National Bank, this handsome 3-

story, 1909 building
was "modernized" in
the 1950's with a baby
blue aluminum cover-
ing. The building was
renovated to its original
grandeur through a
public/private partner-
ship with input of the
Texas Main Street
architects and the Texas
Historical Commission.

Note the difference in the architecture on the San
Antonio St. side.  A portion of the historic Hofinez
Hotel was incorporated into the First  National Bank
building.
